The Next Year's Budget Committee has

made some decisions about the school
budget for next year. The results of the budget
survey were carefully followed. The greatest
majority of parents wanted an increase in tuition
and an increase in fundraising efforts along with
trying to keep teachers’ salaries closer to the
state scale. Along with this, the budget commit-
tee made cuts in the expense areas, but had to
increase the natural gas and electricity portions
