Sample Interview Questions:

Ask him/her about his/her memories of HIS parents and grandparents, and if he/she has any keepsakes or photos of them.

Ask him/her about his/her childhood memories: What games did he/she play as a child? What did he/she do at home for entertainment? How did he/she celebrate holidays? Ask about his/her family traditions.

Ask about his/her first job. What did he/she do? Did he/she enjoy it? What did other people he/she knew do for work? Did he/she have a job when he/she was a teenager?

Ask him/her to describe the neighborhood where he/she grew up -- what it was like, how it's changed over the years.

Ask him/her about his military service or what he/she did during wartime; get as much detail as he/she is comfortable giving.

Ask him about his/her first girlfriend/boyfriend, his/her high school, what it was like then; ask how he/she met your grandmother/grandfather and about their courtship.

As how he/she learned his/her profession, what skills he/she had to get and how he/she got them, how his/her job changed over time.

Ask his/her opinion about how the country has changed politically since he/she was a young man/woman.
