Another article explains the futility of the Occupy movement.  As protestors march on John Paulson’s home ( a hedge fund trader who made millions on the collaspe of the housing market) he believes he should be elevated to heroic status, "Instead of vilifying our most successful businesses, we should be supporting them and encouraging them to remain in New York City." It just goes to show that these two opposing forces do not understand each other and that a change will never come.  As long as banks believe their goal is to make money by anyway possible, the most vulnerable will be exploited.  


A grassroots solution is the simplest one—move your money from the banks into local credit unions.  That way, your money goes from the pockets of the ‘fatcats’ into the development of local businesses and communities.  Typically, local banks and credit unions pay more dividends and interest anyway, so it is a win/win.
