How to pronounce Spanish Words

Four important things that determine how to pronounce Spanish words are:
1. The sound of each letter (know your ABCs).
2. The difference between consonants & vowels.

· Vowels are: a, e, i, o, u

· Consonants are all the other letters.

3. How to make syllables. 

· A consonant must be grouped with a vowel to form a syllable

· When a consonant is between vowels, it becomes a syllable with the vowel that is after it. 
· A vowel can be a syllable by itself, or joined with other vowels, or joined with one or more consonants.
4. Which syllable gets the strongest emphasis in the word.
RULES OF EMPHASIS IN SPANISH WORDS:

A. If the word ends in a consonant (but not n or s), the emphasis is on the LAST syllable.
B. If the word ends in a vowel, n, or s, the emphasis is on the 
SECOND-to-LAST syllable.
C. If it doesn’t follow these rules, then an accent mark must be used to show which syllable get the emphasis.
