Traffic Loop Reminders 

(Almost) spring is a great time to refresh a few important traffic 

loop expectations that keep everyone safe and running smoothly! 

• At both drop‑off and pick-up, please follow the 

ONE‑WAY traffic flow: Enter on Virginia and exit on 

Kentucky. 

• In the morning, parents must either: 

o Pull fully into the traffic loop for drop‑off, or 

o Park your vehicle and walk your children in. 

**If your child needs help carrying a project or gathering extra items, please walk them in 

rather than stopping for an extended period in the loop. 

• We’ve recently seen attempts to drop students off outside the loop gates in the parking lot. 

This is unsafe for children walking in alone, and it slows down the families who are following 

the loop correctly. 

• In the morning loop, please observe the signs to drop off between the parish office and 

the light post with our school banner. 

•  Please stay in line; don’t go around the cars in front of you. Wait for them to pull forward 

before you follow. 

Thank you for helping us keep the process smooth, safe, and predictable for all children and our staff 

on duty. A little patience goes a long way, especially at this time of year!

Peacemaker Virtue for March: Piety 

  

Piety is a gift of the Holy Spirit leading us toward reverent devotion to God as well as 

honoring those responsible in guiding our spiritual well-being. Though in postmodern 

usage the word “pious” has often taken on a pejorative connotation meaning “holier-

than-thou,” this reflects a misuse of the theological term. While the negative 

connotation suggests an inward, prideful disposition that elevates oneself above 

others, true piety is the opposite. 

A pious disposition looks outward and upward toward God with filial trust and loving 

reverence, seeking to live faithfully as God's children. Piety is also honoring with 

gratitude those who have helped guide this formative path, God being honored most 



highly above all. Expressions of piety beautifully combine a vital synthesis of the divine 

with the human experience in practices such as sacramental liturgy, prayer, pilgrimage, 

veneration, sacred music/art, etc. (CCC 1676)
